For the first time, Brose has also recognized a supplier for a successfully implemented
sustainability project. DB Schenker has been using an electrically powered truck between
the Brose plant in Coburg and the Schenker collection point in Creidlitz since May this
year. Products are transported along the four-kilometer route with zero emissions and low
noise. The transport goods are then distributed to the automotive supplier's customers and
suppliers across Europe. It is the first e-truck in use at Brose.
